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1. ALPHABET
Devanagari and Roman Scripts

Sanskrit is written in Devanagari script from left to right.
There are two fundamental divisions to the alphabet: the vowel
(svara) and the consonant (vyaiijana). The word svara literally
means sound, tone, accent; and vyafijana an adornment or

decoration (to the sound).

There are fourteen vowels and thirty-three simple
consonarits in the Sanskrit language. To these simple consonants
may be added Anusvara and Visarga.
